The machines were purchased from funds donated to the Good Shepherd School by the Headmasters of schools from around the world that attended the G20 Conference hosted by St Andrew’s College in 2007.
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St. Andrew’s College has played an instrumental role in setting up the Good Shepherd Trust. The Trust has received a mulit-million rand grant from PetroSA, a national oil company, based in Cape Town and Mossel Bay. The funds will enable the Trust to build a new classroom block for the Good Shepherd School as well as to renovate the original school building to include a hall, a media centre and a computer lab.

St Andrew’s College has been involved with the Good Shepherd School for many years and children from the Good Shepherd attend weekly coaching sessions at St Andrew’s in netball, hockey and basketball as well as computer literacy classes for Grade 7’s. Two Gap Year students at St Andrew’s work at the Good Shepherd School in the mornings to assist with Physical Education and English classes and they provide the school with an extra pair of hands to assist with administration.
