Design Brief

You and your imaginary design company have been appointed by the Eastern Cape Provincial government to oversee the design and installation of the new Cultural Heritage Centre for the Makana area, just outside Grahamstown. The project is to be the flagship for the province and will be used for the world press launch of the 2010 World Cup. The building will primarily serve as a venue for a permanent exhibition of the culture, traditions and heritage of the peoples of the Eastern Cape. The specifications list below will provide all the details for this task.

1. Design and make a scale model of the above building to be placed on the terrain model* which will be supplied for you.

2. The level/degree of detail required is as follows: 




- The OUTER FORM of the building must be conceived and built to scale




- A high quality of finish must be achieved on the model.




- Environmental features immediately surrounding the design may be included and




  shown to scale




- The model MUST be able to be easily removed from the terrain model to allow for 


  
  
other students to be able to utilize it




- indicate scale by including a 2D model of at least one human form

All preparatory sketches, notes and diagrams as well as the FINAL designs must be submitted in a 
separate document. 
The final design should include a PLAN and at least TWO elevations of your choice.

The building must be designed to accommodate the following functional spaces: 




- a permanent exhibition space and reception area




- a lecture hall




- a restaurant 




- office space for research




- parking for 30 cars

* TERRAIN MODEL: This will be a scale model of the Makana area and will be constructed for you and will be available for your use ONLY in a temporary capacity to situate your scale model in the right environment. 
Interior Design

1. Design and make a scale model of an INTERIOR VIEW of the Cultural Heritage building showing at least ONE of the interior spaces indicated in 4 above. The other spaces and interior finishes must be presented on paper as drawings.

2. As in 3 and 4 above.

1. Design a set of garments and accessories, for both males and females that celebrate the cultural heritage of the area and will serve as the official dress for the permanent staff of the Cultural Centre. 

2. Manufacture ONE garment of your choice from your design range and include the accessories.

3. All preparatory sketches, notes and diagrams as well as the FINAL designs must be submitted in a separate document. 

4. A high quality of finish must be achieved on the manufactured garment and accessories.

1. The advertising requirements for the above event must be designed and realized. The theme of this major cultural event is: “YOUTH & WISDOM: Past, Present and Future”. Design and make the following components:


a) the lettering/masthead design for the entrance of the building which must include 


   a LOGO that represents the Cultural Centre and the words YOUTH & WISDOM:

c) an A4 fold out pamphlet advertising the Centre and its work. This MUST be designed on computer and printed.


d) a corporate logo design for the fashion garments above that may be used on them.

e) an orientation map of the interior spaces of the building which will be placed at the main entrance.
