M – Medium

The ability to produce good work at all stages of the task. A degree of thoroughness and careful attention to detail is evident and the work is well presented. Clear, well executed drawings; 2D and 3D work is executed with some degree of finish and attention to detail; evidence of some analysis of the different stages of the process. All or most aspects of the tasks are completed. The work is creative and may contain elements of originality or innovation.
L – Low

Poor execution of work is evident. There is insufficient attention to detail. Drawings are poorly conceived and executed. There is insufficient analysis of the problems at the different stages of the process. All aspects of the task are not completed. The work is poorly presented.
